How to read data from the web?

1. Data files for the MINITAB assignments are stored here:

http://merlot.stat.uconn.edu/~boba/stat100v_summer/assignments.html
2. First option. Launch Internet Explorer (not Netscape!). Click Cruise Ship Data.  Select Open this file from its current location, and click OK. It engages MINITAB and opens Cruise Ship Data.

3. Second Option. Launch Internet Explorer (not Netscape!). Click Cruise Ship Data.  Select Save this file to disk, and click OK. In the Save in window choose 3.5 Floppy (A:), and click Save. Launch MINITAB. Go to File ( Open Worksheet… It opens the Open Worksheet window. In the Look in window select 3.5 Floppy (A:), select cruise, and click Open. It opens the Cruise Ship Data.

How to construct a bar chart for the Cruise Ship Data?

1. Click Graph ( Chart… It opens the Chart window. 
2. Select C2  as the Y variable and C1 as the X variable. 
3. Click Options…  and choose Transpose X and Y. Click Ok, and click Ok again.  It produces the following picture:
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4. You can edit this picture. For example, you can click twice on Sum of C2 and change it to Frequency:
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How to construct the stem-and-leaf display?

1. Go to Graph ( Stem-and-Leaf… and select C2 as your Variables. Click Ok.
2. In  the Session window we get the stem-and-leaf display:
